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Duffy Brelsford hos given outstanding contributions os o wrestling conch ond hos profoundly shoped the success ond spirit of the
Port Woshington High School Wrestling Team. Prior to cooching at Port High, Duffy Brelsford himself ploved o voluable role in Milwoukee
Puloski's 1961 Wisconsin State Wrestling Ehompionship teom os he ploced second ot 165 |bs. Upon groduotion from high school he
accepted o portiol wrestling scholarship ot the University of lllinois.

After wrestling in college ond completing his college degree, Duffy found himself in Californio ot Miraleste High School from 1968-1973.

Duffy storted the wrestling progrom from scrotch ot Miroleste, where he coached two Division 1 All-Americans Oklahoma State. In 1973

his high school team coptured the Southern Ealifornia State Ehompionship. Duffy ofso eorned individuol honors being named Southern
Galifornin "Coach of the Year™ in 1973.

Duffy's return to Wisconsin found him ot Brown Deer High School ond finolly ot Port Washington High School in 1976. The Port Washington
wrestling program hos a rich wrestling trodition ond Duffy hos done nothing but enhance that tradition. His teams have won Seven
conference chompionships, in both the North Shore ond Bravelond Conferences, and have compiled a 130-67 dual meet record while
wrestling some of the hest competition in the stote. In 1984, Port Washington coptured the State Championship, bringing Duffy the

unique distinction of winning o State Championship in two different states.

Duffy owns o Z01-118 duol meet record in his conching coreer. He hos cooched five wrestlers to the WIAA Stote Finals, with two of them
winning Stote Championships. In oddition, Duffy hos coached seven other state ploce winners. For his overall coaching efforts he wos
inducted into the George Martin Wisconsin Wrestling Holl of Fame in 1991 and in 2005 Duffy wos inducted into the Notionol Wrestling
Hall of Fome in Stillwater, Oklohomo.

What the record does not show is the countless hours Duffy hos devoted to the sport ond the wrestling progrom ot Port Washington
High School. His dedication influences every ospect of the team’s success and fosters o culture of excellence and comoraderie.
You con't think of Port Washington High School wrestling without thinking of Duffy, whose impoct resonates in the heart of every
match, every proctice, ond every othlete. His leqocy is woven into the very fabric of the progrom, embodying the spirit of

commitment ond possion that defines Port Woshington High School wrestling, w@
